Is others-focused instead of self-focused
Displays an increasing boldness in stepping

Loves People
Strategic Evangelism (e.g. Top Ten List)
Can share the ‘Connecting with God’ booklet
Has shared the Gospel at an outreach
Has shared his/her testimony at an outreach
Has helped plan a target group outreach

Talks and listens to God through prayer
Applies His Word, follows His voice and 
    walks by faith

Displays a growing hunger for God’s Word

Transfers what he/she learns to others
Can develop his/her own Bible study
Intercedes for others in prayer

Attributes of Ability: Omnipotent, 
    Omnipresent, Omniscience, Sovereign
Attributes of Integrity: Holy, Truth, Just
Attributes of Relationship: Immutable, Love
    Mercy

Shows signs of God changing his/her heart to
    conform to His own (beginning to display
    some of the same attributes as God)

Loves People
Can explain some of the major attributes of 
    God and why he possesses these attributes 
    (e.g. God is love...but he is also just and 
    will judge the world in righteousness)

Knows God
God’s character as the standard of what is 
    right and what is wrong
Character: the oil of relationships
Making wise choices
Identity in Christ

Loves God
Is growing in Christ-like character
Is growing in respect for peers and 
    authorities
Is treating the opposite sex with love and 
    respect

Has set up boundaries in dating relationship
Has set up boundaries in other relationships
Has thought through and adopted personal 
    convictions and standards in the areas of 
    drinking, sex, gossip, internet, etc.
